Native American Project
In Social Studies, we’ve been reading about how the earliest Americans migrated across Beringia, a Land Bridge that connected Asia to North America.  We’ve talked about the hardships that these hunter-gathers faced as they moved around in search of food.  We talked about how men and boys tracked and hunted herds of mammoth and musk ox, while women and children searched for plants and animals to eat.  We also talked about how hunter-gatherers moved into all the ice-free parts of North and South America.


As a culminating activity for our Earliest American unit, students are to construct a three-dimensional model of a scene showing how these people lived.  You are to choose between one of the following groups:  the Ice Age people, the Inuit people, the Anasazi people, the Mound Builders, the Hopi, the Navajo, the Creek Nation, the Semiole, the Apache, the Comanche, the Iroquois, and the Mahicans.


This can be a family project (parents and siblings can help) although ideas must come from the child.  Students should build their model on a box lid, large piece of cardboard, or a piece of wood.  Some suggested materials are: pretzel rods, sticks, Lincoln logs, shoeboxes, paint, pipe cleaners, craft sticks, cardboard, tagboard, construction paper, clay, paper, and dried grass.  Be creative!

As part of the activity, students will give an oral presentation of their project by writing an essay explaining how the Americans lived.  I hope your family enjoys working on this project together.  Please contact me if you have any questions.
